My car waz then, un—
expectedly, in the shop. Today I had to be in a city between where he told me he lives
and here and to do some shopping at a prominent store. We met there, WWIV in my hands
being the identificatione After I completed my shopping, on wiich he accompanied me, we
lunched together.

He is 5'7-5'6, plump and jowly, graying, probably 50 or yore, neat (he was simply
but well dreased) with a good command of English but a conspicuous accente

He guspects Nosenko is a double agent.
He thinks Tad Szulce is CIA, based on his writing, csp. of Hunt,

He keeps up with spook uffaits and he was in this country at the time of the Heine-
Raus suit, with which he was familiar.

We had mercly a general conversation bocause I feel that if he knows anything I
want to know there is a better chance of my learning it from his desire for me to than
fromumy trying to pump him, I made no suck effort, madc no effort to learn anything about
him, lis address, background, phone - anything. He kmows how to reach me and when we
parted I azain invited hin here. I told him that if he knew what he thought I should or
might want to, I wanted to lmow it but only if it was also his desire.

It was a pleasant meeting.

His disappointucnt with the CIA may be over a feeling that they have not done
as much as he desired. He believes LHO was KGB, I tried to explain to him why this was
improbable if not impossible.

He has a low opinion of the book KGB and seemed to agree :ith my opinion that it
is an Angleton operation. He is the one who suggested I read it.(It says LHO not KGB.,)

He says Anatoli Gromyko's bouk has about a half page on we and the JFK assassination.

While he was woll dressed, he gives the impression of not boing well off and of being
honegt, I asked him 4if he wanted EW IV and he said he didn3t have the noncy to sapre. I
gave it to him and said he could pay me when he could. Hg thanked me but later said he'd
better let it waite. I then suggusted that he read it and if when he had finished with it
he felt he could not afford it to merely meil it back. Ye happily then tock it.

I have not asked questions that could disclose whether he knows what I want to kmow,
I did tell him that my interests are limited and their limit.

He pad some curdosity about Hunt's assigment to iadrid in 1965. ind appmeently not
8 high opinion of “unte But he holds simplistic views, like Helms was stupid to tell the
Senate comittee he had forgotten the Chile deal. When I asked him Helms' altemmatives, a
shmple question he appears not to have asked himself, he saw that maybe it was less
stupidity than lesser evil.
