“Do you approve or disap-
prove of the way Johnson is
handling his job as President?”

The latest results:

ADProve ........... 46%
Disapprove ......... 37%
No opinion. ......... 11%

In Gallup Poll surveys con-
ducted during the last five
‘months, since September, the
'President’s approval score has

mot gone above 48 per cent nor|mi

below 44 per cent.

+ The latest over-all approval
irating is the same as Septem-
Iber’s, 46 per cent, but in the
fivemonth period between
ithese two surveys, a reduction
‘has taken place in the propor-
tions who “strongly approve”
‘and “strongly disapprove.” This
is revealed in the results of a
second survey question:

“How strongly do you ap-
prove (or disapprove) — very
strongly or not so strongly?”

The results of this second
question show that approxi-
mately one person in six

"strong]y approves" of the way
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the President is handling his
job, while about the same pro-
portion “strongly disapprove.”

A comparison of the latest
findings with those from a sur-
vey two years ago — when the
President’s popularity stood at
69 per cent—shows that the

“approve strongly” vote has||
been cut in half, while thelf
“disapprove strongly” category|f

has increased.
