I remember yuite vividly 0730 the moining of Sawrday, 22 November 1963. (Ausiralian

EST) when as a torteen vear old boy, 1 heard about the assassination of john F. Kennedy

on the radio.

Even at that age my shock and disbelicf was overwhelming, My first thought of course was

il}l;a{: it had something io do with the communisés i.e. U.S.S.R and that World War 3 was at
d.

Both the electronic and print media soon heralded the fact that a former defector to the
U.5.5.R. a man who was a loser in life, a communist, a2 man with anti social views with a
great chip on his shoulder had been apprehended. charged with the crime and by all
accounts was as guilty as sin.

This was later confirmed by the Warren Report and as far as I was aware, there the matter
rested.

There were, at the time and various times throughout the vears bits and pieces of
information in the media that disagreed with the above finding and to the effect that all was
1ol as the authorities had been telling the public. but having been brought up in a happy
family environment where discipline and respeci for elders and for authority had a priority,
[ was quick to dismiss them as sensationalists.

All that changed about nine years ago when I had some time (o spend at an airport, and in
the bookshop came across and purchased Anthony Summer's book 7he Kennedy
Conspiracy,

Up (il then I was not even aware that there were books written on the assassination. (I have
alwavs been a bookworm and enjoy reading anything as long as it's nonfiction) Perhaps
that gives vou some idea of just how the avarage person here in Australia is isolated from
the subject.

I do not class myself as an assassination and/or conspiracy "buff”, in fact I like to think that
I review all the material with an open mind.

My whole outlook is that we (people world wide) are entifled to know the truth.

I would be happy to accept the Warren Commission finding that I_ee Oswald murdered the
President, alone, unaided and unknown to anyone ¢lse, provided someonc would prove it
to me beyond reasonable doubt. So far, alter nine years, eighty books, cight documetary
videos and reading parts of the 26 volumes of the Hearing and Exhibits at the university
library, nothing has even come close to it.

Having attended several meetings of a JFK Information Centre here in Melbourne. [ am
disheartened and disillusioned by some of the nuts and cranks who take an interest in the
assassination, some of these people have a different theory about the assassination and the
surrounding events every week, depending on which was the last book they read.



It was actually suggested by one person that money be raised to finance the Kidnapping of
former C'IA agent E. Howard Hunt, and that he should be forced to confess his part in the
crime.

Little wonder that genuine persons who are interested in linding the truth behind this
horrendous crime are quite often not taken seriously.

Because of their unavailability locally, I order most my books from the US, in particular
The Last Hurrah Bookshop. and conduct my research alone. having crossreferenced files
on my computor on about 600 persons who are in some wavs connected with the
assassination.

There are researchers for whom I have tremendous respect, amony themn, Penn Jones,
Svivia Meagher, Anthony Summers, Geaton Fonzi and of course Harold Weisberg.

1 have vour books, Whitewash, Whitewash 2, Whitewash 3, Whitewash 4, Case Open and
Post Mortem and have found them to be invaluable for my research as to names, dates and
places.
