The Limes obit dces not mention that Mr. Stockdale
had been on the Board of vommissicners of Lade Count
(Mieni) in 1952- « <his apreurs in who's w~ho for 1964-
1965, in which Mr. Stockdale's bio raphy ap.e rs in the
suprlementary sect.on in the back (his first antry) =nd
is noted "Ieceased”,

Since your bovk "Forgive uy Grief"(II), describes the
Miami Tapes, and indicates that there was sone activity
in investigating these in Miaml in the weeks fniléawing
the assassin ticn (p . 48-49), there may be a comnectisn
with r., Ctockdale's death. He left no notesI the L‘imes
cbit says. If he was involved in .'lam politicul or
power structures, as well as the white Huuse, there may
be a con.ection for you to consider.

From my new microfilms of the “imes, I huve found a
uost interesting and direect tie-in with Miami :nd the
aspassination. TYou of cuurse already know about the
"coincidence" that the back page(p.76) of the jiov. 22,1963
Times has a full page ad for "Seven Deys in Mey", describing
how the Fentagon does away with the iresident (or tries to.)
well, on the front page of the same issue (lov. 22, 1963)
there is a 2-Iine ad at ©the foot of Column 8, whieh reads:
