its lineage to the Douglas clan in Scotland. The subject's
childhood was a very difficult one and at an early :ge hz and
his family were compelled to leave Russia,

) During the early 1930's De Mohrenschildt was educated
at the University of Brussels in Belgium. He immigrated to the
United States and later attended a petroleum enginesring school
somewhere in Texas, where he completed a four-yesar course in
two years, graduating with honors.. Tha scurce considers De Mohran- .
schildt an extremely brilliant person. He is a capable writer
and speaks Russian, English, Polish, French, and Spanish.
