Billions are
appropriated each year, -
but we do not ¥mow enough
about which agencies spend
this money and what they
spend it for. §
"There is an immediate,
urgent need for a compre-
. hensive accounting of the
U.5. funds and federal
government personnel de-
voted to police, investiga-
tive, and intelligence'work.

"Congress is simply not
performing the oversight
functions our citizens
expect of us.™ .

Percy says that a Li-
brary of Congress survey
reveals more than 60 units
within the federal bu-
reaucracy involved in po-
lice, intelligence, and
investigative work and that
the budget for only 14 of
these exceeds $1 billion.

"One estimate," he de-
clares, "places the cost
of all U.S. police, inves-
tigative, and intelligence
units at more than $6.2
‘billion annually. And the
exact number of personnel
employed remsins unknown.'"
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
