A.nked if he felt he had been
forged out of the FBI job,
Ellinigsworth replied: “Not di-
reof)y — it wasn't as if any-
body held a gun to my head.”

Ellingswisorth said he began
work Monday as director of
metlia relations for the Fair-
fax. L“ounty, Va.,, police depart-
ment.

His resignation was submit:
ted to Kelley two weeks ago,
effective last Friday, he said.

“They wanted a public rela-
tiohs” program,” he told the

oston Globe in an interview.
‘I ,wanted a public informa-

on program.”

Ellingsworth  said  there
wefe “natural barriers” in the
FBI by which he felt con-
stricted and indicated his ac-
cess to Kelley had been cut
off.

He said he did not know of
any plans to replace him at
the FBI.
