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Early start
for new FBI
chief here

Richard G. Held, €2, began
his first day as new head of
the Chicago FBI office shortly
after 7 a.m. Tuesday be meet--
ing with his top aides.

“I've long been an early ris-
er and try to get to my desk
early, too,” said Held, a Chi--
cago native and a 3l-year FBI
veteran. Held, a father of five,
is moving here from Min-
neapolis where he headed the
office there since 1962.

ARRIVING with Held was
Hunter E. Helgeson, 49, a law-
yer-agent, who served along
with Meinecke as a top aide to
Held. The three are scheduled
to meet soon with U.S. Atty.
James R. Thompson.
