Mr. Redfearn, who was paid,
up to $400 a month by the bu-
reau in exchange for informa-
tion about the Socialist Work-
ers, has admitted to the District
Attorney’s Office here that he
broke into the party's head-
quarters last July 7 and stole
hundreds of pages of party
documents. He has said that l'.e!
did so at his own initiative,

*estimony, Mr. Redfearf then
