“The party’s lawyer, Mr. Bou-

din, told Judge Griesa at
yesterday’s court session on the
continuing discovery motions
that the Government had with-
held significant documents
about informers and had not
told the truth about the avail-
able information.
Mr. Boudin said this was
clear from material contained
in the Redfearn file, which was
turned over last Friday in Den-
ver.,

ous disclosures “don’t appear
to be complete,” but he|
told the j that “any unin-
tentional " in the
information that had been
released would be corrected.

Judge Griesa described the
disclosure of information about
informers as “an extremely im-
portant issue in this case.”

In'addition to the files on
named informers, the Socialist
Workers Party is also seeking
those on 19 informers who had
been identified by number, but
not by name, in disclosures by
the Government.
