The automobiles cornsisted of both Mamphis Police Officers

and Shelby County Sheriff's Office Daputies. During the

day of April 4, 1968, the m2mbere of that emergency squad

did change cars from tiee to tim» €0 that at different times

during the day he, himaslf, was rid.ng with different

police officera. They wure doing this so that the members

of the Shelby Couaty Sheriff's Office did not feel that the

Memphis Police Depsrtment did not want to work with them., -

Shortly before 6:00 P¥, April 4, 1968, the 3 cars making up

the emergency squad or Tact Unit parked in the driveway _

of the fire station at Main and E. Butler Streets, That fire
