He
said the source of the reporl
was Pershing Gervais, one of
his former aides. He said
Gervais later told him the
report was nol true.

Two Stales-ltem reporters
testified after Garrison lelt
the stand. Rosemary James
identitied a news story con-
cerning the bribe offer and
an affidavit attesling to ils
accuracy.,

REPORTER JOHN McMil-
lan testified regarding an in-
cident in which he askedl
Ward to join him, Chandler, .
Sessions and others for a
drink.

Ward testified previously he |
had declined the aoffer be- |
cause he felt it improper to
be in company with someone
involved in “criminal Illiga—
tion."
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
