There is nothing ¥ can do about the tapes I have until I can collect them and give
them to Dr. David Wrone, History Department, University of Wisconein, Stevens FPoint,
Wisce, 55481, where all my papers will be deposited and to whom I've gmidm already
glven the moro rocent tapes I've made and do not need now.

It would be valuable to this archive, which will be far and away thelargest mid most
important one, for anything and everything you and the wkidee others over there have to
have it as the final repositody for it will be available to more people that way in the
future and will be helpful %o more people, who will be uaing it wost of all. To illustrate
what € mean a friend has already deposited the equivalent of 25 file drawers a materials,
I have sent perhaps half that much already, and I atill have about 60 full file cabinets
and am getting more all the time. Probably a quarter of a million pages of once-secret
official records will be included, If I live long enough, more.

Thé also goes for any tapes you have, I've sent those you provided after listening to
them. I'1ll be glad to hear any others and will then send them, as I have, with identification
of ihe source. Wrons is a thordughly responsive PHD and the outstanding btliogzacher
in the field, The igteririews you mention do sound interesting.

For my purposes the HSCA's printed stuff holds little valiue. I'm interested in only
a little of the testimony and technical reports. I'm not buying the craps If you want to
be sure of getting it I think the: best way is to order from our Government Printing Office.
The main office is in Washington and with that title will reach it.Sme is now available,
If you have ordered it from them they may have sent what is availuble by surface mail.

Delays with publishors, as with your novel, are norral, They are abnormal that wey,
Over here from the time of acceptance to publication is usually at least six months. Abd
I've had some never responde Den't restrict yourself to one of them when there is delay
without any worde.

Uonsidering everything my wife and I ave fine. We are getting older but we are still
at it despite health probddms, I try to keop myself in shape by what work I'm capable of
when the weather permits and I still strat work early every morning. As in recent years it
is almost all with the Freedor of Information Act to get the records available. Many cases
in court and much time taken administratively- with a considerable amount of success.
