In some cases they facilitate the forming of expeditions to the
igland. The group is allowed to operate, kill militia, (usually suspected
antl-communist militia are set up for ambushes etc.) become known to the
underground, support is promoted for them here and in New York, then a short
time later they are exterminated, along with many underground elemsnts. Thus
the Miamil and “ew York supporters are disheartened, anti-Castro activities are
controlled by CASTRO. We were set up twice by these agents last year, and

we went along with them for a time, then they were "removed",

It 1s extremely difficult to detect the Spanlards that are inflltrated.
