Chief Curry and Captain Fritz arranged an elaborate trans​fer plan to insure Oswald's safety. An armored police truck would leave police headquarters and travel by prearranged route to the county jail. The truck would be a decoy, designed to lure any potential threats to Oswald's life away from the real route. Immediately after the armored truck left, Oswald would be placed in an unmarked car and whisked off to the jail by an​other route. It was a plan that demanded utmost secrecy for its successful fruition. But Curry and Fritz could not resist the temp​tation of more national publicity for the Dallas police. There​fore, they tipped the press of the transfer plan and told them to await Oswald's‑ arrival in the basement of police headquarters shortly after eleven in the morning of Sunday, 24 November.s9
