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PREFACE
When I read Noel Twyman’s Bloody Treason I formed as low an opinion of it as Noel Twyman reflects his high opinion of himself and of the bloody mess that his book is.

It is the biggest and the heaviest of the assassination trash.  It is of nine hundred and twenty-five pages.  It weighs fifty-six and a half ounces.  The price is thirty-seven and a half dollars.

And for all this space, all these pages, Twyman does not give his reader the basic facts of the assassination that were established.  Much was established as fact, despite what so many subject-matter ignoramuses have said about the case.  They share an intended ignorance of the fact that was established.

If Twyman had wanted to give his reader those basic established facts, as his book indicates he did not, from his book that would not have been possible for him because his idea of a real investigation, his notion of responsible writing on such a subject, was that he could do it best by preserving the ignorance of those basic and established facts with which he began.

The publisher is given as "Laurel Publishing, P.O. Box 675128, Rancho Santa Fe, California, 92067."

"Laurel Publishing" does not say it is incorporated.  My bookstore tells me it has no listing of any "Laurel Publishing."  It also told me that its computer and its other indices did not include Bloody Treason.

Or, "Laurel Publishing" is "Noel Twyman," who lives in Rancho Santa Fe.

On this subject in particular there is nothing wrong with self-publishing.  For most books it is the only means of getting them published.  My first book, Whitewash: The Report on the Warren Report, which was completed in mid-February, 1965 and was the first book on the Warren Commission and the assassination, was rejected a hundred times here and abroad before I decided to publish it myself.  That was the only means of opening the subject and I used it.  But I did not hide the fact that I was the publisher and that book begins with an account of the commercial unpublishability of the first book on the assassination of an American President.

Which in our country is a de facto coup d’etat.

Regardless of who the assassin or assassins were, it inevitably has the same result as an intended coup d’etat.

That Twyman’s book begins with Twyman’s attempt to hide the fact that he published his own ego-trip is consistent with what he does – and does not – do in his book.

It is an ego trip – no more than that – and in being the ego trip that it is, it is Twyman making a record of himself, of his personality and of his subject matter ignorance.

His subtitle, as it appears on his title page, is, On Solving History’s Greatest Murder Mystery: The Assassination of John F. Kennedy.  As it appears on the dust cover, it is shorter, only On The Assassination of John F. Kennedy  (which it is not):

As provided in the Constitution of the United States, the structure of the government is systematically divided into three separate, offsetting powers: the legislative, the executive, and the judicial.

On November 22, 1963, and the months that followed, that system experienced a massive failure from which the nation has never fully recovered.  This book is the story and the evidence of how it happened.

The first two sentences are true; the last is false.  In this self-promotion Twyman reflects how lost he is in the field and his lack of understanding of the political realities: there is no mention of the great "failure" which alone made possible all that is wrong with the official account of the assassination – the failure of the press, or the major media.  It was the decisive factor and, had it not failed, there would not have been the star-chamber Warren Commission substitute for an investigation.

Twyman’s book is not "the story of the evidence," of which after all his five years on it he remains largely ignorant; and "how it happened," as told by Twyman, is what he imagines, not what he proves in his book.

He also says of his book on the flaps of the dust cover:

While much has been written about the assassination of President John F. Kennedy, the dark forces behind his murder have never been convincingly exposed.  In Bloody Treason, Noel Twyman has written an explosive new explanation of the assassination and its cover-up.  This fascinating book lays out powerful evidence that a cabal of extremists and military officers, plotting with gangsters and corrupt government officials, diabolically planned and ordered the crime of the century.

Bloody Treason is a product of five years of sifting and evaluation of tens thousands of pages of documents found in the National Archives, and of hundreds of books and papers.  It includes first-time interviews with critical witnesses and is updated with the most relevant documents recently released by the the Assassination Records Review Board as authorized by Congress.  It is the report that the Warren Commission should have written.  The result is a major revision of history, one that will forever change our understanding of how and why John F. Kennedy was assassinated.

Among the book’s highlights:

In a devastating indictment,Twyman tells how and why President Kennedy was assassinated, starting at the beginning for the uninitiated reader, then providing the complete story up to the present.

Newly released documents are presented which show that the plot involved a deceptive plan to precipitate an invasion of Cuba by U.S. forces; and explains why this plan was discarded shortly after the assassination.

A new discovery by Twyman is presented, proving with easily understood analysis that the Zapruder film was altered to conceal what really happened at the time of the fatal shot.  Quality color photos of 26 critical frames from the film are included with permission from the attorney for the Zapruder family estate.  This, along with evidence of alteration of x-rays and documents, links the cover-up of the assassination to the highest levels of the executive branch of the U.S. government.  Newly released tapes and documents show that Lyndon Johnson  used nuclear war scare tactics to intimidate key people in Dallas and Washington, D.C. to cover up the crime and that he, J. Edgar Hoover, and the CIA knew at the time these scare tactics were false.

Twyman provides an updated analysis of the horrifying events before and during the autopsy, based on consultation with medical scientists and statements of eyewitnesses.  Newly released documents from the National Archives corroborate author David Lifton's discovery that Kennedy's body was literally stolen from Air Force One and modified to conceal evidence before the body was delivered to the autopsy room at Bethesda Naval Hospital.

Bloody Treason contains new evidence direct from Cuban intelligence.  And dramatic revelations are presented from CIA operatives who were involved in the periphery of the assassination plot.  This evidence reveals that right‑wing extremists in Dallas and New Orleans met with CIA operatives in 1962 and 1963 and that at these meetings the assassination of John F. Kennedy was discussed and contract offers made.  It also reveals that documents and information about Oswald in Mexico City were fabrications.  

Twyman takes us deep into the labyrinth of the JFK assassination plot and reveals the shocking trade craft of covert political assassinations practiced by the U.S. government during the 1960s.  He explains how these programs tragically backfired, resulting in the assassination of President Kennedy.  The evidence of the master conspiracy is developed step‑by‑step until the identities of the powerful people behind the plot are revealed.

Bloody Treason advances the understanding of the JFK assassination to an entirely new level.  The shocking revelation of corruption and betrayal in high places is without precedent in U.S. history.

He concludes it saying of himself:

If we believed Twyman, he has done it all.

See, know and understands it all, as for more than three decades nobody else did – or could.

Big promises, very big.  The very biggest.

With no ifs or buts, either.

Big boasts, too, also very big – the biggest.

The size of Twyman’s promises and boasts is exceeded only by what he does establish in this book – his subject-matter ignorance.

He also is no slouch at literary dishonesties.

The size and weight of the book gave me what for me are real problems as I read it.

I was eighty-five years old and feeble from a series of medical problems that are not uncommonly fatal.  Restrictions on what I am medically permitted after open-heart surgery in 1989 limited me to lifting or carrying any more than fifteen pounds.  In effect, I was allowed only what walking I could do and that was severely restricted twenty-three years ago by venous thrombosis in both legs.  Complications following the implanting of a plastic artery further limited me in what walking I could do safely.  After the second local hospitalization for congestive heart failure in the first half of 1996 that I was not expected to survive, the third time I was not expected to survive, the local hospital had me transferred by ambulance to Johns Hopkins Hospital, in Baltimore.  Its report to the critical-care specialist who rushed me there, not expecting me to live, listed what I was treated for: congestive heart failure, arterial hypertension, chronic renal insufficiency (refractory to diuretic management), advanced peripheral vascular disease, ulcerating macromodular infiltrating basal cell carcinoma of the left pinna (ear), osteoarthritis (generalized), and prostatic hypertrophy.

The large number of prescribed medications that have kept me alive include some with known side-effects.  To prevent additional venous thrombosis I have lived on an anti-coagulant since 1975.  All those years on it tend to make me hemorrhage subcutaneously from slight contact, sometimes from mere touching, and that medication, after years of it, makes the skin tend to peel and be torn easily.

One of the most common causes of this over the years has been a point on the cover or a hardback book that slips while I am reading it.

Because from the circulatory problems I have to keep my legs elevated when I am not walking on them I cannot sit and work at a desk as others do.  In writing this I am using a Hermes portable typewriter that is twenty years old and is on a pedestal-stand I had made so that I could keep my legs horizontal on each side of it.  But for the past two years I have been under doctor’s orders to keep my left leg higher, with the heel as high as my heart.  I do that by having it on a kitchen stool in my office and on a barstool where I sit and read in the living room.

With a book as overweight with so much irrelevant junk as makes Twyman’s so heavy it was not safe for me to make notes with it on my lap.  The slightest slip and my skin was torn.  So I used a highlighter on his text.

Before I could begin this writing first one and then a second book that it was more important to read and critique were published and I did both at book length.  One was Sy Hersh’s The Dark Side of Camelot.  It is titled, Faking Kennedy: With Hersh-it Journalism.  (It is, in fact the dark side of Sy Hersh.)  The other was Gerald Posner’s rewriting of the King assassination in his Killing the Dream.  My lengthy commentary on and analysis of it is titled: Whoring With History: How The Gerald Posners Protect The King Assassins.

The subtitle of this study states what is true of all the Twymans who consider themselves reborn Sherlock Holmes, which none of them are.  It is particularly true of this kind of book.  The proliferation of them is reflected in Twyman’s bibliography (pages 881-889), which consists largely of them for nine pages.

All of this junk and worse tends to confuse the people who care, who do not believe the official explanation and who seek to learn what happened.  It also is used inside the government, as many records disclosed to me reflect, to make the official solution appear to be true when it is not true.

Twyman’s book is so bad that referring to it as "junk" and as "trash" is really to praise it, as we see.

In his boasting that this bloody mess, which he refers to as Bloody Treason, "is a product of five years of sifting and evaluation of tens of thousands of pages of documents found in the National Archives, and of hundreds of books and papers," Twyman gives the impression that he went to the Archives and he went over those "tens of thousands of pages" (that are really millions of pages) but there is nothing in the book to lead an informed person to believe that Twyman himself did go over all those pages.

But if he was there, he was not looking for the established facts of the crime.  Nor does his bibliography depict such an interest.  Rather the opposite is obvious.

There is nobody doing any real work in the field who does not know that I have hundreds of thousands of pages of once-withheld assassination and assassination investigation records and make them freely available to all – even though I know that most using them believe what I do not believe and I know will write what I do not agree with.  I also make our copier available to all.  So, those who come here can copy what they would like and I have no idea what they copy, what interests them unless they tell me and ask me to help them find it.

I obtained about a third of a million pages of these until-then withheld records by a dozen or so lawsuits against the government, mostly against the Department of Justice and its FBI, under the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA).  I believe that most traditionally American of laws makes those of us who use it surrogates for the people and that we have no traditional ownership rights to those records but have the obligation to make them available to all.

Which I do.

And which Twyman made no use of.

Once I forced disclosure to me of these withheld records, all those agencies placed copies in their public reading rooms where, on appointment, they are available to all, including with copies.

Twyman’s dust cover boasts of the quoted "sifting and evaluation of the tens of thousands of pages of documents found in the National Archives," but the Archives is not mentioned in his bibliography.  When he padded it to the inordinate, if not impossible length of nine pages of small type, it is not possible to ignore the belief that Twyman’s boasting was dishonest, that he did not, himself, do that "sifting" and "evaluation" and never really looked at anything factual in the Archives.

He does not mention any of those public reading rooms of all those agencies, apparently ignorant of their existence.

Under "Other" in his bibliography, Twyman has the depositions that are the most obvious of lies by such phonies as Marita Lorenz, two of them, and of one only of the many FOIA lawsuits to bring withheld official information to light, one that neither Twyman nor anyone else has proven is for what is actual assassination information.  Twyman make no mention of all the lawsuits that brought all the government assassination records to light, many hundreds of thousands of pages of them, and not mine alone by any means.

This is to say that when he uses what was brought to light in those lawsuits and does not, really cannot credit them, he is stealing that information – which he also does by other means.

That Twyman never looked at some of what he cites in his bibliography is established by Twyman, himself.  For one example, and there are more examples, under "Official Reports" he includes:

Report of the President’s Commission on the Assassination of President John F. Kennedy, and the 26 accompanying volumes of Hearings and Exhibits, 1964; published by the U.S. Government Printing Office and also by Doubleday, McGraw-Hill, Bantam, Popular Library, and the Associated Press, 1964.

If the Associated Press published the full text of the Report I was not aware of it.  And not one of those commercial publishers who did publish the Report published those twenty-six volumes, as Twyman says they did.

Moreover, there were other reprints of the Report he does not mention.  Why he listed all he did only he knows but he certainly did not reread it in all those versions.  He uses this kind of cheap trickery to make himself appear to be the scholar he is not.

While Twyman had no use for, if he had any knowledge of, all the official records that were available to him by all those FOIA lawsuits, he did find what he seems to have regarded as dependable, the programs of the supermarket TV substitutes for news, like Hardcopy.

There is more that we come to that establishes Twyman as a phony, not as a real scholar.  He gives himself away often enough.  And, being the subject matter ignoramus he is, he is not even aware of it.  Blissfully ignorant, he himself documents his ignorance.

He is one of the legion of intellectual lightweights who imagine themselves possessed of understanding and insight denied mere mortals.  Believing this to be true, they start living story-book lives in which they are the great detectives who in their imaginations, which are fortified by their subject-matter ignorance, they are Sherlock Holmes returned from his grave.

After reading his book I regard it a blessing that Twyman was not in touch with me, did not waste that time for me, but I do make it a matter of record that from his bibliography he was ignorant of all those lawsuits that brought so much actual assassination information to light and information about the official investigations of that assassination; and that he not only sought no information from me, he make no reference to any of this.  Marita Lorenz’s obvious impossible lies, they are important to Twyman, but the hundreds of thousands of pages of official information do not exist for him.

Commercial exploitations of the assassination that were horrendous, like "The JFK Conspiracy hosted by James Earl Jones, All American Television Co., Inc., 1992" (Bloody Treason, page 888) are, to Twyman, important sources but he makes no mention of the Assassination Archive and Research Center, in Washington, which has and makes available all writing in the field of hundreds of thousands of pages more of official records than I have – and he could have obtained copies from it by mail.

Those with whom Twyman has a close relationship were aware of these sources, whether or not they mentioned them to him.  And it is not likely that if he asked he was not told.

Twyman’s boast is that he "has written an explosive, new explanation of the assassination and its cover-up."

He has not.

He could not, not with his flagrant subject-matter ignorance.

He has dredged the intellectual and factual sewers of the assassination mythologies and all he has done is rehash that mess.

If his own bibliography can be trusted, he sought them all and used them in his ponderous rehash.

Which is his personal contribution to confusing and misleading the caring people and his personal contribution to protecting the actual assassins.
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
