Following the morning ses-
sion, Ryan sald Silbermdn

The witness was. idenﬁ.ﬂed
as Alan Murray,-the former
INS investigator wi assem-
bled the 1972 case against bor-
der inspector Frank Paul Cas-
tro, who was convicted of sell-
ing immigration documents,|
The Castro case led to Qpera
tion Clean Sweep. ¢

say Murray is unrelin'hle and
blame h.|.q1 excluslvely “for the
allegations of a .cover-up. Mur-
ray is ‘known ‘to ‘have pres-
ented. eyidence to the Subcom-
mittee. Other law enforcement
officials said Murray has an
excellent repumtlon as an in-
vestigator. E
