Chicago street battles betwee
anti-war demonstrators ar
police, expanded” the assign-
ment to take in Miami and
Cleveland as “important inci-
dents of recent violence.”

Heading up the Chicago in-
vestigation will be Daniel
Walker, who is president of
the Chicago Crime Commis-
sion, a private group. He also
worked with the Chicago Riot
Study Committee, set up after
the April disorders in the
wake of the assassination of
the, Rev. Dr. Martin Luther
King Jr.

Walker sald yesterday
he wanted to get “first-hand
information” by talking to an-
yone on the scene of the street
battles—delegates, bystanders,
media workers, demonstration
leaders, city officials.

His staff, he added, will ex-
amine film footage and stills
and may be sent to interview
student demonstrators at col-
leges or in their home towns.

Asked where he was in Chi-
‘cago during the disorders,
‘Walker replied: “I observed it
on television.”

Judge Higginbotham told re-
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porters that the Commission
has not been given an FBI re-
port on the Chieago affair be-
yond testimony from = FBI
Director J. Edgar Hoover last
week in closed session.

Orrick, 52, served as Assist-
ant Attorney General 'in
charge of the antitrust divi-
sion from 1963 to 1965. He was
a close associate of the late
Robert F. Kennedy, who was
Attorney General during most
of the fime Orrick was anti-
trust chief. He is'a member of
the San Francisco Crime Com-
mission. - ,
