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PERSONS ALLEGED TO KNOW LER-VARVRY OSWALD

Information rececived from the New Orloans Office
by communication dated November 23, 1963, LEE HARVEY OSWALD
had given as refercnces for ermployment in New Orleans,
Louisiana, the nazmes of Sc¢rgeant ROGERT HIDELL and Lieutenant
J. EVANS. OSWALD indicated that HIDELL and EVANS were on
active duty with the United States Marine Corps (USMC) and
furnished no further identifying data or address.

Special Agent (SA) EDWARD C., PALMER caused a check
to bo made of USMC lleadquarters, locator files, on Novembor
24, 1963, in effort to obtazin information regarding Serpgeant
ROBERT HIDELL and Lieutenant J. EVANS. This check failed to
locatc any record, past or prescnt, for an individual with
the last name of HIDELL, No identifiable data was located
Zor a Lieutenant J, EVANS as being &n any unit in which QSWALD
is knowa to have been assigned during time he served in USY .

USNMC records disclose one JOHN R. HEINDELL, Marine
serial number 1543855, was assipgned to USMC First Wing Aircraft
froa August 13, 1938, to October 5, 1958, during which timo
OSWALD was assigned to this unit,

On November 23, 1963, Mr. JACK LYNCH, United Statas
Departnent of State -(USDS), Security Office, telephonically
advisecd Special Agent in Charge (SAC) ALLEN GILLIES, OSWALD
had been contactod in Moscow Ly three employeces of tho State
Departaent, whothoe identified as JOIDN MC VICKAR, PRICILLA
JOHNEON, and lrs, G. STANLEY BROWN. LYNCH indicated each of
the abovo persons had interviowed OSWALD in Moscow,.

Mr. JOIZN VICTOR MC VICKALR, TForeign Service Officor,
USDS, 16350 Avon Place, N, ., was interviewed on November 23,
1963, by SA GIBEON E, MC NKEELY. C VICKAR advisoed he was one
of two Consuls in the American Embassy in Moscow, Russia,
fron Juno, 1959, to September, 1961. Mo said ho sharod an
ollicu with RICIAND L, SNYDER, who is now sorvimg outsido tho
United States, '
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
