Police also confiscated 15 to
10 daggers, 12 machines, guns,
marijuana, and a birthday
cake decorated with candles
for a party.

All 35 were booked on
charges of lynching — defined
as removing a prisoner from

were also charged with mali-|'

cious mischief.

Police said the frouble ap-
parently started when some
Angels at the birthday party
parked their motorcycles in a
driveway of the house next
door. When the neighbor asked
them to move, three of them
responded by kicking the win-
