There is further entry on this page befwesn 15 and 831 concern-
ing the surrounding and sealing off of a bullding and the
surroudding "two or thrae block area."

On the next page, 39%, 15 (Talbert) identifies the bullding
as the "old purse company on the east side of Houston.') The
Texas School Book Depository, as you well know, is on the west
gide of Houston and north of Hlm.

T hope this 1s the entiry vou we~e refferring to, as it is the
enly entry of an arrest aft fhe intersection of =lm and Houston.
There 1s no mention of the arrest of this prisoner in elther of
the two other records of the Dallas Folice radio lozs. (Bx. 705
or Hx. 1974.)

As mentioned in WHITHWASE these logs are an ahsolute mess. There
are inaccuraciss in time and lack of idenftificatlon of most of

the code mumbers. The only report that makes an attempf to identify
the persons involved is Ex. 1974, and 1% too suffers from in-
completeness.

The original copy of this plece of paper doss exlst In the 26
Volumes. Commiszion Ex. No. 1438 , ¥.28, Pos. B848-840 is a
photozraph of the plece of papsr found in Oswalds possession
by Lt. Martello.

The translation of this pilsce of paper appears on page 849, V.
22, The three words of Fussian that you could not find in
Oswalds address book have heen ftranslated as meaning "Marina
at work, 22182." The second thme fthe number appears in the
hyphanated form it is no% explalined.

However the slip of papsers reverse slde with the tabular form
"socks 25, shoes 40-41 etc." still remains a mystery. Also in
the lowere right hand corner of %this slip of paper (V22, pg.348)
snd written directly on this slip of papere is the following:

AGV
11-23-62
aM

The initials AGY probably stand for Secret Service Agent Adrian
G. Vial., T would imagmine the other initials are those of Lt.
Martello.

The entry in Oswalds addrass bock that intrigued me was the one
on pare 64, ( Ex. 18, V. 16 ). As best as I can make 1t out with
a magnifying glass it goes as follows:
