Nixon Gets
Cheers, Boos
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MACON, Ga, Nov..18.—
President Nixon, heartened by
reaction to his meeting Satur
day night with the Assotiatec
Press Managing Editors Asso
ciation, won additional ap
plause here today from an en
thusiastic group of his Geor
gla supporters

The warmth of the welcome
was marred, however, by
Eroup of several hundred Mer
cer University students and
faculty who greeted his arrival
at the Mercer campus with
boos and , chants of “Nixon
must go.”

Otherwise, the President re-
ceived a, campaign-type wel-
come in this Democratic ‘'state
which he carried just-a year
ago by 881,000 to 289,000.

Accompanied by Mys. Nixoh,
the President flew here from
Key Biscayne, Fla., to partici-
pate in a joint ceremony
marking the 100th anniversary
of Mercer’s Walter F. George
Law School and the 90th birth-
day “of former Democrauc!
Rep. Carl M. Vinson.

The President snnounced
that this country’s third nu-
clear aireraft carrier, which is
now being built, would be
named the USS Vinson. The
first nuelear carrier was
named for Dwight D. Eisen-
hower and the second for
Adm, Chester Nimitz.

En route here, White House |
\press secretary Ronald L. Zie-
gler told reporters that the re-
action to the President’s hour-
long question-and-answer ses-
sion Saturday night near Or-|
lando, Fla,, in ‘whiech he re-
plied to a series of Watergate
questidns, was highly favora-

ble. 3
- Ziegler id the  response

was “quantitatively - larger”
than the adverse. reaction fol-
lowing the dismissal of Water-
gate Special Prosecutor Archi-
bald Cox.

Ziegler charged that “a lot"
of the mail to Capitol Hill fol-
lowing the Cex firing and call-
ing for thew President’s im-
peachmarit was “manufactured
and eoordinated reaction.”

“There was a coordinated

pattern of stimulated negative
mail referring to resignation
and impeachment,” Ziegler
said. “There’s no question
about it.”

The outpouring was “manu-
factured” by “traditional adver-
saries of the President.” the
press secretary declared, charg-
ing that staff membexs of the
Ralph Nader organization and
of Common Cause used congres-
sicnal offices to “drum up” erit-
icism of the President.
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In his televised meeting
with " the editors in Orlando,
Mr. Nixon fielded a host of crit
ical questions. Ziegler said the
telephone and telegraph reac-
tion t9 the session and to his
recent speech on the need to
conserve energy were ‘“as
large as I've ever seen them,
on the positive side”” =

Alexander M. Haig Jr,
White House chief of staff,
commenting on the Pre51-
dent’s “buoyancy” after .the
meeting said there had been a
“tremendous reaction.”

Force Base outside Macon, .
crowd estimated at more'
jhan 5,000 was on hand to
eer him. There were no hos-
tile signs in the crowd .and
many friendly ones, including
some denouncing the press.
“We love and support Presi-

‘dent Nixon,” one sign said.

Another said, “Keep Jup the
good work.”

Although he seemed to be
very tired, the President re-
sponded to the crowd’s wel-
come and made an unsche-
duled speech, emphasizing the
need to keep the country
strong.

“I believe we can build a

peace that will last,” he told
the amport crowd.

Crowds also lined part of
the long motorcade route into
the city.

It was not until the Presi-
dent’s car pulled into the Mer-
cer campus that he saw hostile
signs calling for his impeach-
ment or resignation and de-
nouncing his Watergate role.

When the President entered
the college chapel where the
ceremonies were held he
could - hear the chant of
“Nixon must go” shouted by
students outside.

Petitions were ci:cu].afed on
the campus in support of and
against the invitation to the
President before he- - arrived.
Four anti-Nixon professors cir-
culated a statement -asserting
that they had planned to walk
out of the chapel when the

Sen. Herman E. Talmadge, 4
member of the Senate Water-
gate committee, was one of
those paying tribute to Vin-
son, who served for 50 years
in the House and was the long-
time chairman of the Armed
Services = Committee.

Vinson, who spoke at length
and in a loud voice, warmly
praised the President assert-
ing that he was, a man of
“ability, courage and patriot-
ism.” b s |

$185 Million Health Bill

President Nixon Saturday
signed a bill authorizing. $185
million over the next three
years to improve emergency
medical services in areas of
need. .

Mr. Nixon had vetoed an
earlier version, largely be-
cause it ineluded a provision
requiring the continued opera-
tion of eight Public Health
Serviee hospitals the adminis-
tration, wants to. close. The
provision has been added to
another bill.

_The emergency medical
services bill increases from 50
to 75 per cent the federal
share of grants for manpower,
training and equipment to im-
prove such services, Twenty
per cent of the money is ear-
marked for rural areas. :

“We're not going to be
housemen for the White
House and try to whitewash
one of the sorriest pages in

said Oregon Gov. Tom MeCall,

conference of the Republican
Governors Association, incom-
ing Chairman Winfield Dunn

of ' Tennessee . and McCall

agreed that Mr. Nixon's deci-
sion to take ithe offensive
against the many allegations

of scandal involving the White |

House had succeeded in fore-
stalling any resolution by the
governors calling for impeach-
ment or resignation. But they
said that Mr- Nixon must an-
swer the charges against him
if he hopes to restore his cred-
ibility completely.

“Mr. President, you've got
to become more credible,
more human,” said MeCall
“You're on the way back but
we don’t buy that you're' all
the way back.”

At a joint news  conference
with MeCall and New Hamp-
shire Gov. Meldrim Thomson
Jr., Dunn praised the “candid
and honest” performance .of
the President when he an-
swered questions Saturday
night of the Associated Press
Managing Editors Association
in Florida. But Dunn also

agrecd that Repubhcans must
be careful in the way they ex-
press their support.

““I would agree 100 per cent
with Tom that a purely parti-
san knee-jerk regeti{m is not
what Republican governors
will offer. . .” Dunn said.

He added that he didn’t
think the ‘President would
want such an endorsement.

MecCall is one of the most
liberal and outspoken Republi-
can governors, and he has
been critical of the adminis-
tration on Watergate. How-
ever, a similar view was ex-
pressed by one of Mr. Nixon's
most consistent  defenders,
California Gov. Ronald
Reagan. ; )

« In an interview Reagan
praised the President! for|
speaking and said Mr. Nixon's
action indicated a presidential
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pelief “that the facts are on
pis side.” Reagan suggested
that Mr. Nixon ought to go
further and hold televised
meetings with small, groups of
rommentators Lo answer ques-
tions - about Watergate and
pther allegations,

The 17 state governors—
Francis Sargent of Massachu-
seils and Stanley K. Hathaway
of Wyoming are absent—will
meet Tuesday with the Presi.
dent in Memphis.

Both Dunn and McCall said
they would request that the
meeting, now planned as a
rlosed session, be opened to
the press.

Energy will be the main is-
pue before the governors.

They will hear speeches
Tuesday from: administration
energy director John A. Love
und from Inierior Secretary
Rogers C. B. Morton. While it
i{s unclear whether the
governors will make any
statement at all on Watergate,
it is considered likely that
they will attempt to draft a
GOP pqucy position on the en-
ergy crisis.

on this issue came when
Thomson advocated the sus-
pension of air pollulion con-
trol restrietions on automo-
biles, at least during the win-
ter, as a means of conserving
fuel.

MecCall warned against
“turning tail” on efforts to
clean up the water and the air
because of energy concerns.
He said that it may be neces-
sary to suspend pollution reg-
ulations on a case-by-case ba-
sis, as President Nixon has ad-
vocated. ;

The Oregon governor
lauded the President's energy
message and said that it would
mark the turning point for his
administration if he escaped
from the “Watergate woods.”

Watergate concerns are
heightened by the mathemat-
ics of the 1974 election, when
12 of the 19 seats now held by
Republican governors are up
for reelection. The governors

didn’t agree on the proscept-|'

ive effects of Watergate, how-
ever.

Dunn and Thomson said
that state elections would be
determined on the bhasis of
state issues, McCall said that
Watergate was a “minus” for
the party but that President
Nixon could become a plus for
it if he continues to restore
credibility. Reagan said that
Watergate had hurt all incum-
bents but that Republicans
were the minority and could
afford it least,
