The tests, which involved
both soldiers and civilians, be-
gan in 1956 and did not end
until 1967 according to the
Army’'s statement. The state-
ment indicated for the first
time the extent of the Army
jtesting, which became known
this week.

As before, the Army said that
only volunteers had been used
in the experiments, which were
aimed at determining the effects
of the mind-altering drug.on
military performance.

A total of 383 persons. mostly
soldiers, were tested directly by
the Army at the Edgewood
Arsenal in Maryland, at Fort
Bragg in North Carolina, Fort
McCliellan in Alabama, Dugway
Proving Ground in Utah, and
Fort Benning in Georgia,
