This could be exlremcly valuable Lo we in oblaining sowe records I am
seeking Lhat are normally released only to the individual subject of
the records or to hls survivors. For instance, documentation that there
were no known kin survivors may help me obtain Osborne's British
military service records; certain U.5. Internal Revenue Service records
that are not normally obtaipable under the Freedom of Information Aect; .
and perhaps even some other records down the road as well.

Even if my recollection is in error and Lhere is a blood relative
listed, the stat sheet could still help me in the same way iFf I could
independently document the death of listed surviving relative. .

Though I am not working on an immediate deadline, it often takes a long
time for record requesks to be processed; so the soconer I have the
necessary documentation required Lo obtain a particular set of records,
the sooner I can launch Lhe process. So I hope you can send me the [P
stat sheet pretty soon. o
