e Commission then called Cortlandt Cunningham,

2 H(p.251) a special agent of the FBI in the firearms identification unit,
He said he could assemble and disassemble the rifle without a screw-
driver by using something like a dime. Asked how long this would
take, he said he had never been timed using a dime but with a screw.

They timed him with a dime and it took 6
minutes, Cunningham said, "I think I can improve on that." Scnator
Cooper asked, "Does the bolt work all right now?" and Cunningham
replied, "Once in a while with regard to the top portion - namedy
the retalning screw and the top stock - you have trouble getting them
engaged on this particular model.) Thatfis the case on this weapon,
On that one over there, however, it slid right on when I put it to-
gether a little while ago; it was much faster." The model used was
"the assassination weapon". That was all of Cunninghem's testimony,

At the beginning of this hearing the other agent referred to
was Charles L, Xillion. In Vol. VII on p.591, the Commission prints
a very brief affidavit he had executed on July 31, 1964, in which he
says, "I have reviewed the testimonies of Rpbert A, Frazier on March
31 and May 13, 196, and testimonies of Cortlandt Cunningham on March
11 and April 1, 1964, ... and I agree with the conclusions stated
therein.

"I do hereby state that I conducted independent examinations of
the items which were the subject of M, Cunningham's testimonies and
that on the basis of thesé}ndependent examinations, I reached the
same conclusions reached by Mr. Cunningham."

Cunningham appears also in Vol. III beginning on p.L51 and
Frazier in Vol, III beginning on p.390 and Vol. V, beginning on p.58.
