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ROCKWALL, Tex. (UPI}—The only pos
session of Lee Harvey Oswald not confis-
cated by government agents after the
John F. Kennedy assassination was an
English-Russian dictionary in which
numerous words were marked or copied
out, including a phrase meamng “to hit
or klll at definite distance."

In a coincidence, Qswald wrote in'the
book, in Russian: ‘‘Moscow, Nov, 22,
1839, Lee Harvey Oswald"—four years to
the day before Kennedy was slain in
Dallas. Some 40 words and phrases were
emphasized.

“It hasn't been checked for nucmdots
(microscopic photographs) or anything,"”
said John Cullins, former sheriff’s chief
deputy. He was given the book by Os-
wald's widow, Marina Oswald Porter.

Cullins said it appeared Oswald was
writing a resume and trying to convert
some key English terms, into- Russian.

MRS. PORTER confirmed the: diction-
ary belonged to her former husband-and
that the handwriting ‘and markings in.the
book were his. She said she could not
understand why agents from the ‘Segret
