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Reference is made to our out Telegram Ho. 85176 of 256
Tovember 1903 stating that a Moroccan Student named Mohowmed Rezzehb
living in West Berlin had stated he knew Marina Cswald in Moscow iﬁ )
carly 1961. Regpeb further claimed that he had a picture of Marina
and a letter from her in his effects in Casablanca, lMorocco.

Efforts of this Agency to secure the picture and letters
Lhave not been successful. Reggab claimed he wrote to relatives zsking
them o forward the documents, but they did not arrive.

Information from another source indiqated that_Reggab
had probably been an informant of the Morocean Intelligence Service
vhile studying in Moscow.

A polygraph examination given to Reggab in West Berlin
irdicated that he had probably fabricated his claim that he knew
Mapina Oswzld in Muscow and thet he had probably not even written
to Casablanca to obtain her picture ard letter which he claimed to
héve there.

Reggab has returncd to Morccco, promising to send the
picture and letter when he Tinds them.
