Dear Mprs. Porter,

Enclosed is a copy of a Dallas FEI record. I've only recently obtained this
version. In the earlier version all of the last 10 lines on page 4 and the top
four lines on page 5 had been obliterated and withheld. Yn appeal some of *his
withheld information was released, as you can see. The claims to exemption were
invalid, as are the claims still made. I provide some of what is withheld below.

This record is a supposed inventory of the files of the Dallay ofiice. The
file from which it comes is th: assassinstion file. The inventory is limited to
some of what are called the "main" files only. Dallas does have other pertinent
records but does not want to distlose them.

I send this because at some point you may have an intercst in knowing what files
did existe.

"lechnical and microphone installabions" mean wire~tapping and bugeing but
tie FEI prefers to aveid those words., Where the file numbers for these are withheld,
they are 66-1313 and 66=-13134,

Where there is reference to the logs, the file numbers withheld there are the
phoney identifications of informants, something the FEI can get away withwithholding
unless one sues because the dct provhdes for keeping the names of econfidential
informents secrets There were no such live informants. The FBI merely used this trick
to hide the fact that they had bugged your home and tapped your phone and the file
would not disclose this bucause it attributed the information to an informant who
is usually identified by number only. In Dallas the numbers began DDeeses

These records do not refer to it but there ulso was physical surveillance on
you, where they had shif'ts of agents hidden in a nearby truck wirich bolonzed to the
FII and was used for such purposes. A log was kept by the ssents on duty. They posted
when they wers cn duty and who came and went.

They found all of it unrewarding and before long all of it was abandoned

As you cun see, the recoxds inventoried are extensive, I have ali of them,
azcept for what was withheld under claise to exemptions of the Adcte I recall that
you bad no interest in the rocords themselves. However, the inventory is difrerent
and you ray want this copy at some future tine,
