Mr. Dergano, From 1068, I would say, until November 2, 1058, when 1 got
discharged.

Mr. LispeLer. So you were at Santn Ana nfter yon completed your training,

thronghont your entire Marine Corps career?

Mr. Deraano, That's right.

Mr. LieneLer, Until the time you were discharged?

Mr. Drrgano. That's right,

Mr. TagneLer. Did you have access to classified Information of nny sort In
the course of yonr work at Santa Ana?

Mr. Dercano, Yes; we all had access to information, classified Information.
I believe it was classified seeret. We nll had seeret clearanves. There was
some information there ns to different codes and ehallenges that we had to give
to aireraft and ehallenges and so on,

Mr. Liesrien, Tn other words, If T can understand correctly the nature of your
work, you nctually worked in a control room?

Mr. Drroano. Yes,

Mr. Ligperes. Observing radar screens?

Mr. DereApo, That’s right.

Mr. Limperer, And when the radar screen wonld pick np an alreraft, you
would then challenge that aircraft?

Mr. Deroapo, Right.

Mr, LigneLer. And it would have to identify itself?

Mr. Dergano, That's true. '

Mr. LarreLEr. And the eode or signals that you sent fo the aircraft requesting
it to identify itself were clagsified information?

Mr. Deraano. That's right, along with the range capabilities of the radar
sets and their blindspots and so forth and 8o on.  You know, each site has blind-
8pots, and we know the degrees where our blindspots are and who covers us and
that information. That's consldered secret, what outfit covers us and things lke
that.

Mr. LieBeLer. And what was the latter—

Mr. Dergapo. What outfit covers us, that we ean see. And as 1 say, the
eapabilities of the radars, as I sald before.

Mr. Lieseren. How far out they can reach?

Mr. DercApo. Yes,

Mr, Liznerer, And pick up an aireraft?

Mr. DeLgano. Yes ; and how high——

Mr. Lrespirr. And how high

Mr. DeLoapo. And how low we can eateh them and where we can't eateh them.

Mr. LigpereEr. And T suppose all the men whe worked with the radar sets knew
these things?

Mr. Deraano. They all knew, What do they call it now—authentication
charts, which is also a secret.

Mr. Lieperer. What {s the nnture of these charts?

Mr. Deruano. Authorization chart is, if we receive an order over the phone,
over the headsets—authentication. Pardon me. That's the word. Let's say
this order, we can question it, What it actnally amounts to, he has to authenti-
cate It for us. Now, he should have the same tuble or code In front of him that
I have. He gives me n code, I wonld lonk it up In my authentication chart,
decipher it, and I could tell whether or not this man has the same thing I am
using. And this changes from hour to hour, see. There's no chance of it—and
day to day, also.

Mr, Lreserer. 8o that the fnformation, the code itself wounld not be of any
particular value to the enemy, since it is changed?

Mr. DeLgano. It's changed from du_v to day ; no.

Mr. LieBerEr. Did there come a time when you were stationed at Santa Ann
thut you met Lee Harvey Oswald?

Mr. DeroApo. Yes; in the beginning of 1050. He arrived at our outfit. I
didn’t take no partieular notice of him at the time, but later on we had—we
started talking, nnd we got to know each other muite well. This is all before
Christmas, before I took my leave,
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Mr, DErgapp, That's right.

Mr, LiEneLgg, What king of rifle dig Fou nge?

Mr, Deroavo, He had an M-, We all hag M-1's,

Mr. Liesergg, Carbine or rifle?

Mr, DiLaapo, The M-1 rifle.
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Mr. DeLGADO. Yes; very seldom did he pass an inspection without getting
Rigged for one thing or another,

Mr. Lieneren. With respect to his rifie?

Mr. Drraano. With respect to his rifle. He didn't spend as much time as
the rest of us did in the armory cleaning it up, IIe would, when he was told
to.  Otherwise, he wonldn't come out by himself to clean it. He was hasically
amnn that complnined quite frequently,

Mr. Ligserer, Do you think he complnined more than the other Marineg?

Mr. Dergapo. Well, yos; a little bit more.  Anything, anything that they told
him to do, he found 4 Wiy to argue it to a point where both him and the man
giving him the order both got tlisgusted and mad at, each other, and while the
rest of ny were working, he's arguing with the man in charge. For him there
was always another way of doing things, an easiey way for him to get some-
thing done.

Mr. LikneLkr. He didn’t take too well to orders that were given to him?

Mr. DeLaabo. No; he didn't. ;

Mr., Lienerer. Did yon ever notice that he responded better if he were asked
to do something Instead of ordered to do something ?

Mr. Dergano, Right.

Mr. LiengLer. Would yon sny that?

Mr. DeLgADoD, Yes; well, that's what I worked with him. I never enlled him
Lee or Harvey or Oswald, It was always Oz,

Mr. LiepkLEr, Qz?

Mr. DrLaapo, Ozzle, I would say, “Oz, how about taking eare of the bath-
room today? Fine, he would do it. But as far as somebody from (he outside
saying, “All right, Oswald, T want you to take and police up that aren"—“Why?
Why do I have ta do it? Why are yon alwayg telling me to (o I Wel, it
was an order, he actunlly had to do it, hut he didn't understand it ke thnt.

Mr. Lienerer. How long were you and Oswald stationed together at Santa
Ana?

Mr. Deraano. Basically there wers 11 months, from January to the date of
my discharge or the date that he took off. He got discharged before I did.

Mr. LiksELER. Angust or September 1059, approximntely?

Mr. DeLoano, 1969, right.

Mr. Laengrer, And when were you discharged ?

Mr. DELGADD, T was discharged November 2, 1960—1059

Mr, Lieneren. Did Oswald tell you that he had heen oversens prior to the
time he came to Santa Ana?

Mr, Deroapo, No; he didn't tel] me has was overseas, I got that from the
fellows who knew him overseas, Atsugl, Japan, and he was with the Marine
Air Control Squadron, I believe it was, at Atsugi, There was a couple of
Buys stationed with him.

Mr. Lignersr. Do ¥ou remember their names?

Mr. DerLoapo, No: I don't. I think one of them was Dijonovich, There
Was two of them statloned with him oversens,

Mr. Lienerer, Did you ever lenrn whether Oswald had been any place else
overseas other than Atsugi?

Mr. DeLGapo, No.

Mr. LIEBeLER. You never heard that he was stationed in the Philippines for
n while?

Mr. DerLgapo. No; unot that.

Mr. Lieserer. Dig you know whether any of these other men that had lLeen
statloned overseas with Oswald had been to the Philippines?

Mr. Deraano, No; If they went on a problem from there and got aboard g
small carrler, they probably may have taken him, say, to Hawali or the Philip-
pines or Guam, something like that, for maneuvers, or Okinawa,

Mr. Lieneren. But you had ne knowledge of it at the time?

Mr. Dergaso. No.

Mr. Lieseier, Yon were about to tell us, before I went into this question of
how long you and Oswald were together, about the rifle practice that you

engaged in. Would you tell us about that in a8 much detail ag you ean
remember ?
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
