In a typical smear tactic, the
Committee listed the names of all
the religious leaders to whom the
“lay down their arms” letter was
sent, without indicating how many
of them had rejected the proposal,
or how any of them had reacted. It
noted that the letter was sent to “all
of the Cardinals of the Holy See
who are resident in the U. §. A.”,

Now movement also “had the
brazen audacity to go over the head
of its own Government in an ap-
peal for certain neutral govern-
ments to use their ‘good offices’ for
facilitating negotiations between
the warring nations.”
