An anti-Castro Cuban vowed about
uvn months before President John F.

A report by the Dallus Coynty
Sheriff’s Department, dated one day
after the assassination, stated Oswald |

had been to an Qak Cliff home of a
Cuban where "Frgedom for Cuba
Party” members met for several
months.

The house, later ldentlfled as the
one at 3126 Harlandale St. and occupied
by Jorge Salazar In 1963, was the same
house where Antonip Veclana, founder
of the Alpha 66 antl-Castro group based
in Miami, Fla, met in April 1963,
according to a 1964 FBl report released
in 1971, e

A drawing of an Intelligence ugent
who worked with Veclana in attempts

to assassinate Castro and known only

as "Maurice Bishop" was distributed
publicly by the House Assassinations
Committee July 30 to try to lurn his
real identity.

CASTELLANOS WAE a gueat speaker

at the Farmers Branch meeting, with '

two other Cuban exiles introduced as

Ed Hughes and Francisco Leyba, Both .

indicated they lived in Dallag, Hughes,
born in Chicago, sald he had lived in
Cuba most of his life and had*besn
superintendent of the Havana power
and light company for 24 years before
Castro took over. Leyba said he had
been a farmer in a remote Luban prov-
ince. He sald he had been lmpmonepi 1
by Castro forces and escaped,

Castellanos said he had been “trying
to put a Cuban parade in Da]las and the
chief of police won't lgf me. And we are
going to do it. ™ !

“And we are wajting for Kennedy'
the 22nd of November. We are going to
see him, in one way or the other. We

are going to give him the works when °

he gets in Dallas.

“Mr. Good Oid Kennedy, I wouldn't
even call him President Kennedy. He
gtinks. 1 don't want to get mad."”

Castellanos was bitter about the last-
minute withdrawal of support by the
United States during the Bay of Pigs
Cuban invasion. He sald he was in one
of seven planes that left Miami, He said

" shortly before they flew over the Bay

of Pigs “in a beautiful American voice 1
hend, 'Turn back, the whaole thing Is
off.!

"It was all ordered by the CIA," he
