Frs. 91lviz 0dlse, 1015A west Davie Street, Dallas,
Texas otutes that in late September or early October 1953
tue Cuban men visited her home and stated they were from
TIE.Y They were acegrpanisd by an Individual they intro-
ducsed a8 "Leon Cewald,” Mes. Odlic says that based upon photo=
praphis she has geen she e now dertain that thlo man was
Les Harvey Oswnld, She i nobt certaln whother she misunder-
stood the introdustion or whether the two Cuban men thems
selves had a misanderstanding that Oawald's £lcst name uas
"Leon.” The purpose of thalr vis\it was %o ask her to write
pone letters to varlous Ualluas buslnesses and request funds
for JURE, #rs, Odlo 1a hersalf a Cubsn refugée, and both
hez parents are held by Castro as prisoners in Cuba,

Mrs. QOdle deslined the requeat that she write
letters raloing funds for JURE becasss she feared it might
result in her two parents belny hiarted by Cantro. Che later
told the DT that a few days after the aectlng at her home,
one of the two Cuban indlvlduals, who called himsélf "Leepoldo,”
telenhoned her and stataed that both ha gnd hip scmpanlon fom
"IrE" were leaving town and that they were nobt golng te have
arything further to do with "Leon Oawxald” sines they cone
sldered Oswald te be "leeo,” The telephone csller went on to
zay that Uswald did net appear pinsers, that he had told then
he wap an cx~Macineg gnd could help them In the underground but
that he appsared to be very ¢ynical and seewed to think that
all Cabans hated all Amsricans, Oswald was suppused to hava
zald semething to the effeet, "1'11 bet you Cudans sould kill
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Kennedy for what he did to you at the Bay of Pigs."

Mrs. Odio checks out as an intelligent, stable
individual,

Mrs. C. L. Connell, an acqualntance of Mrs. Odio's
and a volunteer assistant to the Catholie Cuban Rellef of
Dallas, has stated that on November 28, 1963 Mre. Odlo told
her -basically the same information as outlined in the previous
paragraphs and, in addition, that lLee Harvey Oswald had made
Beveral talks %o small proups of Cuban refugees in Dallas in
the past and that he had "captivated" the groups to whom he
spoke,

Many questlons are raised by Mrs. Odio's etatement,
The most important 1s obviously the identification of the two
men who were supposed to have accompanled Oswald to her home,
Apparently she cannot remember their names, except that one
was called "Leopoldo," but she certainly ought to be able to
remember who sent them to her home or otherwise how they got
hold of her name, Also, it is apparent from other parts of
the reports attached to this memorandum that there are
certain individuals who might have been the ones seen by
Hrs. 0dlo, and photographs of them mixed with photographs
mixed with other persons might be displayed to hexr to test
her abllity to recognize them. I would also be interested to
know why "Leopoldo" called pMrs. Odlo back, Was it Just to say
that he consldered Oswald "loco?" Thig seems unlikely. Also,
Mirs. Odlo has never been questioned on Mrs, Connell's
statements that she /Mrs. 0dlo/ previously said that Oswald
had addressed many small groups of Cuban refugees 1n Dallas
and that he had been such a good speaker that he "eaptivateqd"
them. If Mrs, Odio stands by these statements, we should of
course try to pinpoint when these meetings ocourred, where
they occurred, who else was present, etac.

You will note that Commission No, 86, page 558,

deals with a "JURE" leader in Puerto Rico who goes by the name

of "Leopoldo." Silvia Odio sald that she thought the indivi-
dual who called himself "Leopoldo" in her home was & JURE
leader from Miaml or Puerto HRiczo.

I think that there is a substantial chance that if
Mrs., Odlo backs down from her story, it will not be because
she diabelieves 1%, but because she is frightened, It is
obvious that the Cuban men who dealt with Oswald, if they
exist, have not come forward to say so, and in fact, if they
happen to be the ones that the FBI has already interviewed,
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they already have lled sbout thelr dealings with Oswald.

This meana they must be frightoned and, Af that is the case,
they could by now very easlly have brought prespure or i
threats to bear on Mrs, Odio to keep qulet, All this means
is that the utmost care should be taken in examining

Mrs, Qdio and the other witnesses voncerned and that perhapa
polygraph tests of one or more of them would be advisable. ‘
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
