1In

instant article FAY allegedly told HUIE he had a contact

with

This

contact was made at the Neptune Tavern, 121 West Commissioners
Street, Montreal, Canada. According to the article, RAY thought
RAOUL might get him a passport or get him work on a ship. The
article stated that from 8/8/67 to 8/18/67 RAY stated he

talked at least five more times with RAOUL at the Neptune Tavern

and that RAOUL did, however, reveal to PAY that he (RAOUL) had
spent some of his time in New Orleans and he gave RAY a New
Orleans telephone number. This article had no further in-

formation concerning RAOUL.
