I am suggesting that we
discuss the matter fully before any
steps are taken by me or anyone else,
Thank you, Lee Harvey Oswald."

In a cover letter, written in Spanish,
P.S. said he sent a copy of the letter to
FBI Director Clarence Kelley in late
1974 but hadn't heard anything from -
Kelley.
