By accident, onco whan.Schoener
was coming here he brought a copy of a note he had gotten from two girls who had vacationod
in Mexico City. The story so closely fit that of Rose I put them together, Rose later
conformed to me that he is McNabbe The interesting things is that this weaves the other
xk strange story in, for MeNabb represented that other remarkable Ramparts
"find" and diversion, Nagell.

This tends to discredit everything that orazy weat-coast geng says. Nonetheless,
because it is in aocord with everyfthing I know, I'd agree that it 1ls probable that what
Fred says about the Turner/Ramparts people on this is corroct. I kmow they felt that
way, as I know what they were attempting to do to me over such things as this.

Back to Rose, if you reelly want to get scared, you ought o kmow what he and
Turner were feeding or fedding back to Garrisonl

On those Howard plctures, etce I got them from lloward when all that kaboodle out
there failed, I got more, but they could not follow it up when I left 1t to them. Howard
had papers. le qanted to go over them to be sure that what he had to keep confidential
was held out, Burton mas to have followed that up and done the xeroxing. I hace these
ploturcs to Burton to got them copied. It was all I could do to get a set of prints
thereafter, I have a tape of that interview with loward, as do the Calif. people, to
whom I loaned it for dubbing. The same is true of Hall, Dean and others. But they have
to bo important and they have no real compbdence, so nothing was every followed up,
as with Mary, when I turned all that Dallas stuff over to her. As time passes, because
