Morgan, Roselli's former lawyer,
was included in last June's Senate

.intelligence committee report on

the role of the intelligence commu-
nity in the Kennedy assassination ‘
investigation. Morgan was later
identified by the Washington Post
as the person interviewed.

Morgan told the FBI, according
to the memo, that Roselli and
another client were called on to
participate in a government-ap-
proved project aimed at assassinat-
ing Castro. He said Castro employed
“teams of individuals who were
dispatched to the United States for
the purpose of assassinating Presi-
dent Kennedy.
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
