died first, He hed no detalls,

Mot long after that I wes part of & panel show on the same statimn,
Another participant, Fenn Jones, Jr., of iidlothlsn, iexss, hsd an
interest in seemingly wysterious deetha. I had not mut Jones before
that occaslon. I then told him the foregolng rtory sc he could fol-
low 1t up. 7This began what may well be no more than a mythology
about her death, with inferences of foul daeds,

I beve no evidence e¢ither way. Life does nbound in solncidences.

However, whet ls unusual iz that with this axelusive Intervisw
nothing ever appeared In thoe press and no notes or tepes heve sver
surfacad. Others, some for me, have tried to obtein thess from her
husband, It ls my recollwction thet he seid there were none, I
camnct imagine an interview es newsworthy as thst one in which an
axparienced reporter meds no record of sny kind,

In my belief, luby was not rationsl. 5o, even though I have no way
of kmowing what he may heve sald, without Indapendent confirmation
there would bs no cradibility.

[ do know that the Investigaticn se it relates to fudy wss antirsly
insdequate. There Is what I regard ss a feke ¥BI report dealing
with fuby as en informsnt for the House Un-Ameriesn cormittes aa of
the time of Mr, Hixon's membership on it.

The 207 zlp cancellatlon on the snonymous note iz one from which I
havs never recslved any communicatlon like this one. It is within
2asy commuting diztence of the fadarsl egencias,

Unless the writer meant to subposna the supposed records from thess
sgenciss, thers is an obvlious sontredlctlon between suggesting e
subposna (to me yetl) snd sllaglog that thay wsre confiscated.

HJowever, I belleve that it might be useful to meke 3 requast of both
the husband and the agsneles.

As the allsgation that Dorothy Kilgallen was murdersd lacks basis
for belliefl, so also doos Hoover's explanaticn. It seema quits im- -
probeble thet any reporter would have come [rom such en intaerview
without notes or a tape. If eny records are found, it ought not be
impossibls to dotermine whether they are worth following up or if
they reflect the reasonable. The one purpose lfuby's bullet served
was to mske a trial and s defense impossible. He had mors oppor-
tunities to szhoot Uswald safter Oswald'as arrest thsen the ono he ussd.
He was waell-lmown %o the DUellas polico, who wars wall amarce of his
rocord and his tondensy toward viclsnce, There was naver any resl
Invaztlzation of how it wes possible for him to be whsre hs wsa when
he dld shoot Osweld., The only effort wss to dismiss susplcions thet
he conspired, And I find no innocent explanatin for his preasnce 1in
aress prohlibited to 8ll but officials gnd identifisd mambers of the
press whsn he was ss well lmown to the police ss he was end lecked
any credentisls for thosz who d1d not know him,
