CHICAGO — Oliver Stone
says he has no recollection of
tugging on a woman reporter’s
blouse and allegedly saying,
“Why are you wearing this? I
can't see your breasts?”

Here over the weekend to
accept the Chicago Internation-
al Film Festival's “Director of
the Decade” award, the JFK
director first had no comment
on the incident, reported by US
magazine's M. Cristina Marti-
nez Then he said, “I frankly
don't remember. ... It was a
day involving about. 20 differ-
ent meetings and interviews.

“I think it was a very muf-
fled, ahh ... very noisy party
and, you know, she probably
interpreted things that way.
