' Krasnoff also said that a note, apparently a suicide note was found by
the officers and confiscated, along with a mask and cannister, and an empty can
of ether. This officer was advised to preserve this evidence and turn szne
over to the Crlears Parish Coronesr's Cffice, and that since we had not been .
summoned to the scene of the incident, we would then awz t the outcome ef the
autopsy by the Coroner's Cffice.

From further information receivad from Sgt. Gueldner & Krasnoff, it
was learned that thev had criginally been corta 1
Central Communications Ulvision Y infor 5 nhona_géi% frcm S=t.

I am at 1713 Calhcur t," then it sounded as
though this subject teleohoning dropped the telephone. .

When the officers of the Second District reached this location, they
could not arousz anyone, the hcuse being in darkness, but eventually, they
%ained entrance through an onlockad rear docr, after hearing groans ccming

rom the front side windows of the apartrent. Upon entering, Sgt. Gueldnar
found the victim lying on a bed in the second room, then opened the front door
and admitted Qfficsrs Krasnoff, J. Olsen and T, Parta to the apsrimst,.

The odor of ether was detected and found an emnty can of Sthyl Ether
lying on the floor, near the bed where the victim was lying, and also found =
small rubber face dask, attached to an empty Chocolate MNutrament can, which
had been made to apnear as a cannister, and which apparently was usad to pour
the ether into for breathing the fures (inhaling). Also found on a dresser b
the bed whera the victim was lying was a pisce of white paper containinz a note
written in loncghand, pencil, which stated as follows: '
