CBS letting viewers call the shots
after State of the Union address

~CBS News is planning what it

calls an *““interactive’ special
about election issues Jan. 28 fol-

| lowing President Bush’s State of

the Union address and the Demo-
crats’ response. ,

The special allows the news or-
ganization to get opinions con-
cerning such issues as national
health care and the recession from
about 300,000 viewers using a so-
phisticated phone system set up by
AT&T in Omaha, Neb., CBS
News president Eric Ober told a
gathering of television writers in
Marina del Rey this week.

Joe Peyronnin, Ober’s assistant,
said the network also is selecting
1,200 people who will respond to
questions asked by the special’s
hosts, Dan Rather, Connie Chung
and Charles Kuralt.

“It will be, in effect, an instant
poll, something that is imagina-
tive, innovative and something we
really haven’t tried before,”
Peyronnin said.

That day in Dallas: CBS’ “48
Hours” will devote its Feb. 5 epi-
sode to the assassination of Presi-
dent John F. Kennedy, partially
because of the renewed interest
stemming from Oliver Stone’s

film “JFK.” The film advances a
conspiracy theory contrary to the
single-punman finding of the offi-
cial Warren Commission report.

Andrew Heyward, executive
producer of “48 Hours,” said the
movie has heightened the public’s
interest in the 1963 killing of the
president, promptirig CBS to take
its first look since 1973.

“It has brought out the fact that
many, many Americans really
have little knowledge of the inves-
tigations that people besides
Oliver Stone conducted in the
years after the assassination,”
Heyward said,

The probe into the investiga-
tions is not an attempt to refute
the movie, he said.

“This is not an attempt to prove
once and for all that any particular
theory is correct,” Heyward said.
“It really is an attempt to perform
a public service, in that it's been
awhile since anyone in prime time
took a look at what has been es-
tablished, if not beyond a reason-
able doubt, established fairly firm-
ly by many investigations and
what hasn’t.”

CBS’ earlier investigation into
the assassination concluded that

As for the theory that Stone’s
“JFK” presents, Heyward said,
“I'm not saying that the effect of
the program won't be to make
people question some of the con-
clusions of the film. What I mean
is, we're not going to try to do a
point-by-point refutation. The
framework for the program is not
going to be, “Here’s what Oliver
Stone’s movie says. And here’s
what the record says.”
