KLEIN: "We were talkina about Allen Dulles. You ounht
© read his beok 'The Secrot Surrender.' 1t..."

DUGEAN: "1've vead most of his books.®
KLEIN: “You'd hotter read the last book."

DUGGAN: "Better than sleepina nills.”
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KLEIN: "Well. 'Secret Surrender.' This S$.S. General Mueller,
Mueller, and two agents of feneral Kesslerina(?) went to Geneva and
Beirne in Switzerland 8opneactiate a surrender of the German Army
in Italy.

DUGGAN: "Yes T am. President Roosevelt enunciated an uncondi-
tional surrender pesition -- but that was fer the American neonle,
that was the worldwide -- so-called worldwide opinien that had nothing
to do with the hard pelicy of the United States, because vou are con-
stantly evaluating peaca feelers from Japan and wherever else we
could get them. But the thing is the Hitler administration or gevern-
ment had to be cestroyed before we could aet anvihing aut of Crmany.”

KLEIM: "Hell you're talking about -- now about --- vou'rs
throwing everythinag in cone pnt, Japan and Germany..."
