At least one of these names can well be that of & man who eonce
engaged in mysterious activities in New Orleans and then (to me) mysteri-
cusly disappeared. If this is the case, there are responsible profes-
sional people in New Orleans who I know can mske the identifiecations

What I would suggest is that you get what wire-service data is available,
ineluding pictures of all named, Were I to write the federal attorney,
he would not respond, If you ask him for what he has, ineluding the in-
dictment, you will get it. For my own files and interests, I would ap-
preciate copies of all of this, I will have with me the data I have on
thils one man and I will show the pictures for you, if you so desire, to
those who ean make identification.

If the man eharged is the man who had this strange career in New Orleans,
I think you will have an importent and provecative story., I will give
it to you, exelusively unless, prior to then, others in the press who
regulerly consult me, ask for help. In this event, I'll le% you know
immediately. However, the only interests I might anticipate would not
be competitive, If any eventuate, I'1l try and see to it that you geot
a loeal "break".

These are only some of the violence prone people on "the other side",
I have a book done on another group slso active in your area,
