testimony of 121 witnesses be-
fore the commission that in-
vestigated President Kennedy's
assassination was given yester-
day to show that 51 said that
shots had sounded as though
they had come from a grassy
knoll “on the right of the Pres-
ident's car.”

This compared with 32 who
thought the shots had come
from the Texas School Book De-
pository Building behind the
President’s car, where Lee Har-
vey Oswald was charged with
being the lone-assassin, and 38
who *“could give no elear
opinion.” )

The conclusion offered by
{Harold Feldman, writing in The
|Minority of One, which calls it-
!self an “independent monthly
for an American alternative,”
was that ‘“there was at least
lone other assassin firing at
|President Kennedy from the
vicinity of the grassy knoll.”

Mr. Feldman, described as a
free-lance writer and translator
who made an investigation of
his own in Dallas, said he agreed
that a rifleman had fired “at
least one shot, perhaps more”
'from the sixth floor of the De-
pository.

survey of statements contained
in the 26 volumes of appendices
to the report by Chief Justice
Earl Warren’s commission.

The testimony of drivers and
passengers in three cars that
followed the President’s was
“inconclusive but more valid in
their indications of shot courses
to the right than in their per-
ceptions of a source to the
rear,” Mr. Feldman said.

He reported that four police-
men had indicated a grassy
knoll source, four haq indicated
the Depository and four hag
offered no definite opinion.

_Of 19 Depository employes,
Mr. Feldman classified five as
having no opinion, six as believ-
ing the shots had come from
the building and eight as believ-
ing the grassy knoll was the
site,

Bystanders and some wit-

|nesses on a railroad overpass|
ahead of the Kennedy car were

quoted as hearing shots from
the knoll area.

The Warren report had as-
serted that there was “no cred-

ible evidence that any shots
were fired” from the underpass
or the area to the west of the
Depository. |

It said that two policemen
and 13 railroad employes on the,
overpass “all affirm that no!
shots were fired from the over-|
pass.” It suggested that muzzle|
blast, shock wave and impact,
