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In this affidavit made Nowember 23, 1963, the 20-year-old white male
says he looked up into the building after hearing the first ahot and "saw the
barrel of a rifle sticking out of a window ... while I was looking at the gun
it was fired again ... I got scared kand ran from the location. While I was
running I heard the gun fire two mere times. I ran from Elm Street tc Pacifie
Streét on Houstons Yhen I was zbout 1CC yHards from the building I stopped to
get my breath and ldcked back at the building. I saw a w/m, S%€" to 510",
dark hair, average weight for height, dark short or jacket omen down front, no
tat, didnft have anything in hands, come out of the building and run in the op-
posite direction from me."
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Unless there is some time,such as/catching his breath, that Worrell does
improbable _

not account for in this affidavit, it would seem/that the man he saw rumning,

if he did see one, could have gotien from the sixth flcér in that short period

of tire, especially after firing two more shots.
