Copies were made iwiediately in Dallass i have reasou to believe more copies
than ave accounted for oificially. I know about the official copies, more than is
4n the Warren Commission's records. There must be much I do not know about fmofficial
copies made from the eriginal cnly.

In my belief the greatest value of the mdssing frames is the material they
hold that is eliminated autematically when coples ars .adee. This iz tho exposed film
between the sprocket holes. It does not show in projection, either.

Thiz exists in the original only in my understanding.
You ask, "How much would they be worth if a porson found them?”

_ Whether you mean cne of the unofficlal copies made from the original or not
you can mean how much would $hoy be worth to me and how much could the marked
chmmand. I'11 respond to bothe

I could not pay anything for them. Not only because I haven t the meney and have
not made money from this work. I den’t believe they can hold anything not now known
by other means. But if they did, which I could know by examination only, I would not
be able to pay muche (Actually, I'd have more interest in a cl-erer Sma copy than
the ome I have for those cccasions on which I might want to make & elose study to
compare the Tilm with other evidence I devalop constantly.)

. Commercially the day when the film can or will comuand any significant price
idpast, Life/Tine reverted all the rights to the Zajwuder family. They appear to
have been able to make not g minkle sele of any kind, All the likely TV use is
rast. Lt has been on coast-to~cosst TV meny times here and abroad. Countless
individual stations have shown it. I°m sure all kept videotapes. I have let my film
be copled thiz wey without charging a penny of anyonse

If yon have these fremes in sither form and you wowld like me to exemine them
clossely, 1'11 do it for you if you send me clear prints made from it or clear trans-
parencies. I'll not stoal theme If you want me to do this I recomzend good pacinging
and registersd mall,. '

To ali ezcept the few authentic experts, which is a much, much smaller number
than you'd imegine from publicity, the value in an original copy is souvenir value.
Thls can vary with the purchaser's curiosity and means. My S8mm copy, not the best
but clear enough for comprehension at publie sghowings, cost me $8.00, While I'd
1ike o have a clearer copy L['ve done all this work without pay or subsidy and I
can't afford much. I would also likec to heve a better copy to lcave with my files.
They will bscome a schokrly archive for students of the futurs.

There is no wey for me 4o meke anything from any copy of the film or sny frames.
Profit motive can't enmter into it becanse if I had such & copy and at some later
time it had more value te someone for curiosily purposes I'd not part with it in
order to leave it to this srchive.ind I do think more frames are missing than I
mention in zy carliest writing,

Did you know other films are miseing entirely?
