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RICHMOND, Aug. 12—The 
Justice Department said today 
it will send one of its special. 
ists in wiretapping cases to su-
pervise a grand jury's investi-
gation here into an illegal 
wiretap conducted by Rich-
mond police. 

Guy L Goodwin, 46, an at-
torney who gained the reputa-
tion of being a tough and con-
troversial prosecutor as head 
of a Justice Department unit 
created by the Nixon adminis-
tration to prosecute crimes by 
"revolutionary terrorists," will 
join the grand jury when it re-
sumes its deliberations Mon-
day, a Justice Department of-
ficial said. 

Goodwin was assigned to 
the investigation because of 
his expertise in wiretap law 
and his role in handling major 
grand jury investigations, the 
official said- 

. Goodwin's assignment Is 
seen as another indication of 
the omportance the Justice 
Department has placed on the 
case. It has led to the unprece-
dented action of placing five 
FBI agents on administrative 

leave. i ne agents, intauoulg  
the head of the Richmond FBI 
office, were put on leave with 
pay Aug. 3 as the grand jury 
was said to have broadened its 
investigation into the role the 
agency played in ciescovery of 
the wiretap. 

The Justice Department of-
ficial said it isn't yet known 
yet whether Goodwin, whose 
efforts In handling antiwar 
cases eared hm the title of 

the department's "traveling 
prosecutor," will handle prose-
cution of any indictments that 
might result from the investi-
gation. Until now the investi-
gation has been handled by 
the office of William B. Cum-
mings, U. S. attorney for the 
Eastern District of Virginia. 

The decision to send Good-
win nto the case does of re-

flect criticism of Cummings, 
the spokesman said. "We can't 
all be experts in all parts of 
the law," the spokesman said. 

A source familiar with the 
investigation has said that 
three FBI agents sent to Inves-
tigate discovery of the police 
wiretap in an apartment in 
suburban HenrIco County 
failed to confiscate the wire-

' tapping device and cite the in-
cident to Cummings' office as -
a violation of U.S. law. 

The device was returned to 
Richmond police and report. 
edly has since been lost, Un-
der Justice Department rules, 
the agents should have confis-
cated it immediately.
