' New‘York Race Heats Up
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NEW YORK, Oct. 24—Re-
publican Sen. Jacob Javits and
his Democratic opponent in
the ‘November election, Ram-
sey Clark, practically fell over
each other today in  their
hurry to “make public” tran-
seripts: of remarks made by
Clark dm’ing ‘his 1972 visit to
'Hanoi,

-In an early morning press
conference Javits said that he|-
was furnishing reporters with
the transcripts as a “courtesy
and .convenience,” and he ac-
cused ;Clark ‘of having. been
“exploited” by the North Viet-
namese during his much-publi-
cized two-week visit to Hanoi,

Only the day before, Javits
had disclosed that he obtained
tape recordings of Clark's
broadcast of anti-war state-
ments from the Central Intel-
ligence Agency and had con-
'cluded from them that™ Clark
was “not gualified™ to sewe in
the Senate. . -

Less ‘than’ two hou:rs after
Javits' press conference today,
Clark summoned reporters to
his Fifth “Avenue storefront
campaign’, office 'and  issued
new cuples of the transcripts
of the Hanol broadcasts, which
were identical to those re-
leased by Javits.

Clark said that his state-
ments had been widely publi-
cized in 1872 and were printed
verbatim in several publica-
tions. Quoting from al! letter
written Monday by CIA Direec-
tor William E. Colby to a
member of the Javits re-elac.
tion committee, Clark sald the
monitored broadcast had been

" “dlsscm.tnated

routinely to
many libraries and research
institutions” and was not clns—
sified in any way.

“To end the suspense for all
of you who do. not have a pub-
lic library eard,” Clark said
dryly, “I am todny releasing
transcripts of these tapes.”

Obviously amused by what
Y| has become a media cause ce-
lebre in the New York senato-
rial eampaign, Clark displayed
a stack of five cassette tape

Tecordings that he said he had

obtained from the CIA after
Javits had obtained his coples.

Clark shrugged off sugges-
tions th.at his 'controversial
two-week visit to Hanol in
1972 was a political lability in
this campaign, and he sug-
gested that Javits was acting
8| out of “desperation” by rais-
ing the Issue.
