SigmUnd, who In 1941 came 
out first in a "Quiz Kid" com- 



petition against 3,000 other 
Philadelphia youngsters, was 
graduated from Georgetown 
University and then attended 
Harvard University, where he 
received both a master's de-
gree and a PhD. He also stud-
ied in England under a Ful-
bright Scholarship. 

During his Harvard days, he 
first became active in the NSA. 

In 1952 — the year the CIA 
allegedly, , began 	siphoning 
funds into NSA through pri-
vate foundations — the NSA 
moved its national headquar-
ters from Boulder, Colo., to 
Philadelphia. It first moved 
into the Gimbel Building at 9th 
and Market sts., and later had 
offices at 37th and Chestnut 
ate. 

The International division of 
NSA, however, did not come 
to Philadelphia but set up sep-
arate quarters in Cambridge. 
Mass. The CIA reportedly for-
warded funds only to the inter-
national division for work 
abroad. 

Elected Vlee President 
Sigmund was elected vice 

president for international af-
fairs in 1954 at the NSA con-
vention in Ames, Iowa. He was 
assigned to oversee the associ-
ation's foreign student program 
and keep in touch with 41 other 
student unions around the globe. 

The post was one of three 
runtime salaried elective of-
fices In the NSA at that time. 

Sigmund, an Air Force Re-
servist, was called to active 
duty in 1956-57 and served In 
Germany. 

He reportedly helped found 
the Independent Research 
Service In New York in 1958, 
just before the Vienna Youth 
Festival of 1959. 
Lady Bird at  Wedding 

The Independent Research 
Service sent a delegation of 
more than 100 students, teachers 
and Intellectuals to the Commu-
nist youth festival at Helsinki, 
Finland, in 1962. 

Shaul said he was among 
those who attended the confer-
ence. The U. S. delegation dis-
rupted the meeting by publish-
ing a newspaper, running an 
InforMation service and taking 
part In forums. 

Shaul said the group, al-
though it was liberal and did 
not reflect American policy, 
accomplished much good at 
the festival that year.
