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Sthanot& Tells of 'Plot' 
By CIA to Eliminate Him

PHNOM PENH, March 22—
Cambodian Chief of State 
Prince Sihanouk said today he 
had been informed of a plot 
by the CIA to eliminate him 
this year. 

Sihanouk told reporters his 
information came from "a 
foreign personality of a neu-
tral country" who heard it 
from an American in Saigon. 
He conceded that the story 
might not be true. 

"If the intentions attributed 
to the CIA are confirmed," 
Sihanouk added, "the result 
would be to push Cambodia 
toward communism." He said 
Cambodia would never accept 
colonialism. 

A Cambodian corn .1a Int filed 
at the United Nations today 
charged that planes from 
South Vietnam averaged near- 
ly three reconnaissance flights •.. 
a day into Cambodia last No-
vember and December. 

The complaint stated that 
U.S. and South Vietnamese 
planes and helicoptens crossed 
into Cambodia 171 times dur-
ing the two-month period,- 
often for low-level paasas 
over frontier villages. No 
hostile action was alleged.

Syrian Plot 
Laid to CIA 
By Defector 

CAIRO, Egypt, March 22 
(AP)— Another Syrian officer 
has escaped to Cairo from 
Jordan with details of a CIA 
plot to overthrow the Baathist 
regime In Syria, the semioffi-
cial newspaper Al Abram re-
ported today. 

The paper said 1st Lt. 
Ahmed Mustafa told substan-
tially the same story related 
by Capt. 'Dalai Abu Assaly, 
who escaped to Cairo from 
Jordan last October with a de-
tailed report that the U.S. 
Central Intelligence Agency, 
in collaboration with King 
Hussein's Jordanian govern-
ment, was preparing "to in-
vade Syria in a Bay of Pigs 
fashion." 

Both Abu Assaly and Mus-
tafa were among a group of 
59 Syrian officers who took 
refuge in Jordan last Septem-
ber after an unsuccessful at-
tempt to overthrow the Syrian 
government,
