HAVA A, March 5 (AP) 
Two former Cuban army ma-
jors were accused today of 
plotting to assassinate Prime 
Minister Fidel Castro. 

A government communique 
charged the pair planned the 
assassination with agents of 
the U.S. Central Intelligence 
Agency isgrgirr...4.4.a4V  
with Man 	. 
exiie.leadgxand a figure in 
the 1961 Bay of Pigs invasion 
attempt. 

The two majors, arrested 
last Monday, are Rolando Cu-
betas -Secedes, an important 
figure in the Castro revolu-
tion, and Roman Guin Diaz. 
The communique said five 
other alleged conspirators 
were arrested Feb. 26. 

The communique charged 
that Cubelas planned to shoot 
Castro with a ..4/ge,twe 
teiesennie r i f Le ifiraTer 
share In the top posts under 
a counter-revolutionary regime 
withArttme, 

Another key figure in the 
alleged assassination plot was 

Odon Alvarez de la Camps, 
counsellor in the Cuban Em-
bassy in Madrid, who defected 
in March 1965, the government 
statement said. 

Artime and Cubelas hatched 
their plans in February 1965, 
but the Dominican civil war 
and other problems delayed 
the assassination attempt, the 
government charged. 

According to the commu-
nique this is what Cuban se-
curity agents discovered in 
their investigation of the ease 
early this year:
